43 Apimondia Congress Scientific Program

Our Organizing Committee proposes to include to the 43~
Apimondia Congress Program a scientific conference titled Beyond
the Hive: Beekeeping and Global Challenges. We believe that in
today’s dynamic and globalized world the beekeeping science must
reach beyond the narrow scope of our field and take as active part
as possible in searching for the ways to solve the key problems
which the mankind faces today: environmental pollution and
exhaustion of natural resources, poverty and social inequality,
cultural barriers, pandemics, and diseases of human civilization.
Having cognized one of the greatest wonders of nature, bee fam-
ily and its products, we now have to think how we can use their
miraculous power to make our world better.

We propose to use the Agenda XXI (http://www.un.org/esa/sust-
dev/documents/agenda21/), a fundamental document of the United
Nations which deals with all main problems which the humanity
faces at the turn of our century and proposes the ways of solving
these problems based on the sustainable development concept, as
the basis and guideline for our scientific work. Article 27 of this
document: Strengthening the role of non-governmental organiza-
tions: partners for sustainable development outlines the main areas

90

of cooperation among different international public organiza-
tions (including Apimondia) trying to find solutions of the global
problems and develop integrated programs of stable development.
Based on this paragraph of the Agenda xx1, we suggest to develop
official proposals of cooperation from the world beekeeping com-
munity and send these proposals to the United Nations in form of an
open letter from the Apimondia. It will be an outcome of scientific
work of the Congress participants. Content of the open letter will be
discussed at the round table which will top the scientific conference.

The proposed concept of the conference introduces a number of
proposals and specifics into programs of each scientific section. A
preliminary list of these specifics can be found in the draft scien-
tific program below.

In addition, we propose to include another scientific sec-
tion to the 43 Congress Program: Social and Cultural Aspects of
Beekeeping. This will give managers of beekeeping associations —
Apimondia members a chance, along with scientists, to voice their
opinion and exchange experience, and also jointly find solutions
of the contemporary issues and establish new areas of cooperation
which is one of the priority goals of the Apimondia.

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The Congress

Pre-tour 1
Crimea (6 days)

Day1

Morning flight from Kyiv to Simferopol, from where a comfort-
able bus will take the group to Bagcasaray, the ancient capital of
the Crimean Khanate (1) (see page 48, paragraph 6). After visiting
the splendid Khan’s Palace with its famous Fountain of Tears
poetized by Alexander Pushkin, the tour will take you to the mas-
ter class from a Tatar confectioner who will teach you to make
traditional Crimean honey-based sweets. After that, lunch in
chaikhana with Tatar beekeepers and a short trip to Cufut Qale
cave city (2), from where the bus will take you to Sevastopol (3).

Day 2

A walking tour around Sevastopol will take you to the mysterious
ruins of ancient port city Chersonesos (4, see page 50, paragraph 4)
which was founded in the v century B¢ and existed until the xv
century. After lunch, you will be offered a motorboat cruise around
once-closed for general public Sevastopol Harbor, naval base of
the Ukrainian Black Sea Fleet, and in the evening — dinner with
representatives of Crimean beekeeping industry.

Day 3

You will head west along the picturesque southern coast of Crimea,
take a short stop by the wonderful Church of Ascension in Foros
(5) built on a high steep rock, and then will visit a unique moun-
tain beekeeping farm located on the slopes of Ay Petri (7). In the
evening you will be offered a short trip to a unique architectural
landmark, the Prince Vorontsov’s Palace in Alupka (6).

Day 4

Day 4 will start with learning about comprehensive apitherapy
practices developed by Crimean scientists at the Dnipro Resort and
Sanatorium Complex. After that, you may take pictures near the
fantastic Swallow’s Nest castle (8, see photo), the main emblem of
Crimea, and visit the Livadia Palace (9), formerly a summer retreat
of the Russian Czars where in 1945 Stalin, Roosevelt, and Churchill
have signed a treaty ending the World War 11. Upon arrival to Yalta
you will attend an apitherapy seminar conducted by the best scien-
tists and practitioners of Crimea.

Day 5

You will go to Massandra (10) and visit another, older retreat of
the Russian monarchs — the exquisite Massandra Palace. After that,
you will be invited to visit the Massandra Winery, the most famous
Ukrainian winemaking enterprise, and take a tour along the two-
hundred-year-old wine cellars and modern production facilities
and also, taste the best Crimean wines. The rest of the day may be
spent by walking around Yalta.

Day 6

After leaving Yalta the tour will take you to the Nikitsky Botanical
Garden (11) featuring unique collection of melliferous flora

from all over the world. After that, you will bid good-bye to the
Black Sea and return to Simferopol from where you started your
Crimean tour, to board the plane and the same evening arrive back
to Kyiv.




The Congress

Pre-tour 2

Eastern Ukraine and Kyiv (6 days)

Day1

The tour starts in Kharkiv (1), the second-largest Ukrainian city
where you can get by flying directly or via Kyiv. You will visit the
National Pharmaceutical University and see unique works of the
Academician Tikhonov’s scientific school. The scientists of this
school have developed more than 50 drugs based on beekeeping
products. Afterwards, a comfortable tour bus will take you to one
of Kharkiv’s pharmaceutical factories where you will learn how
these drugs are commercially manufactured according to the
GMmp standards. After lunch, you will take a short tour around the
city during which you will visit the largest square in Europe, the
Freedom Square and see the famous Derzhprom Building. The day
will end with a dinner with representatives of Ukrainian beekeep-
ing science.

Day 2

In the morning you will visit the National University of Veterinary
Medicine and learn about specifics of veterinary support of
beekeeping science in Ukraine. Then, the tour bus will head west
with a short stop in Sharivka (2) with its unique park and palace.

You will have your lunch with students and academic staff of the
famous Gadyach school of beekeeping (3) and, after visiting the
school, will turn to the north to the town of Baturin, capital of
Ukrainian Hetman Ivan Mazepa (4).

Day 3

Day 3 will start with a tour around Baturin where the famous
beekeeper, naturalist, and inventor of the first beehive frame in
the world Petro Ivanovych Prokopovych lived some two hundred
years ago. You will visit the places where Prokopovych’s bee yard,
the largest apiary in the Russian Empire for 1500 bee families, once
stood, and see a modern commercial bee factory near Bakhmach
(5) where you will have lunch with local beekeepers. Then, the
route will take you south, back to Poltava Oblast, where you will
visit an apiary which makes organic beekeeping products (6).

Day 4

You will travel farther west to the unique historical and ethno-
graphic preserve in Pereyaslav (7) (see page 47, paragraph 4), where
you will learn about cultural landmarks from different eras. After

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lunch you will head toward Kyiv and make a stop at the most
famous honey beverage factory in Ukraine (8). There, you will

be offered to taste the factory’s products which include over 20
types of various honey beverages made using traditional Ukrainian
recipe. The day will end in Ukraine’s capital Kyiv (9).

Day 5

Having arrived to Kyiv two days before the opening of the
Apimondia Congress you will have an opportunity to fully enjoy
the beauty and diversity of Ukraine’s capital. On the first day in
Kyiv you will visit the famous Museum of the History of the Great
Patriotic War of 1941-1945 (see page 62) the main part of which
is located inside the pedestal of the 102 meter-tall statue of the




Motherland. After that, you will be taken on a detailed tour of one
of the most important Orthodox Christian sanctuaries in the world,
the Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra inscribed as unEsco World Heritage Site
(see page 58). And finally, a dinner in an ethnical Ukrainian restau-
rant with representatives of Ukrainian beekeepers’ associations.

Day 6

Your second day in Kyiv will begin with a trip to the world’s largest
outdoor museum, Pyrohiv National Museum of Folk Architecture
and Life of Ukraine. There you will see old beehives and beekeep-
ing equipment, learn about history and traditions of Ukrainian
beekeeping, and visit a completely restored x1x century bee-
keeper’s house. After Pyrohiv you will visit another unEsco World
Heritage Site, world-famous St. Sophia Cathedral (see page 60)
and also unique Chornobyl Museum at Podil. An evening stroll by
Khreshchatyk and the Independence Square (see page 66) will end
the program of this pre-tour.

Post-tour 1
Western Ukraine (6 days)

Day1

Leaving Kyiv, your bus will take you south toward Uman. You will
cross the Central Ukrainian Region with the largest continuous
locust growth area in the world, and visit one of the largest apiar-
ies producing award-winning locust honey. After lunch with local
beekeepers, you will visit the world-famous Sofiyivsky Landscape
Park (1, see page 46, paragraph 3). You will spend the rest of the day
walking thematic alleys, taking on boat journeys to underground
caves, and simply relaxing in numerous arbors this marvel of gar-
den and park art is so rich with.

Day 2

From Uman the bus will take you west to Vinnytsia (2) where you

will visit on e of the largest honey producers, the Ukrainian Honey
Company. Continuing westwards, you will make a short stop in
Medzhybizh (3) famous for its unassailable medieval castle and also as
a cradle of Hasidic Judaism and the place of annual pilgrimage of thou-
sands of Hasidic Jews from all over the world. After that, your route
will take you north and end in Iziaslav (4) where you will be invited to
a dinner with representatives of Ukrainian beekeeping business.




Day 3

While in Iziaslav, you will visit production
facilities and laboratory of another famous
honey producer, Ukrainian-Polish joint ven-
ture Bartnik. Then, your journey will again
take you south to fascinating Kamianets-
Podilskyi (5) (see page 45, paragraph 2). Most
part of the city is taken by one of the largest
fortresses in the world which had never
been captured and which now is a candi-
date for a unEsco World Heritage Site.

Day 4

After spending the night inside medieval
walls of Kamianets-Podilskyi you will
continue traveling westwards toward the
Carpathian Mountains. Your route will take
you along picturesque mountain passes to
Ciscarpathian sub-alpine meadows (called
‘polonyna’ in Ukrainian), where you will
make a stop in Kolomyia (6) to visit the
only museum of pysanka (Ukrainian Easter
egg decorated using beeswax) in the world
built in the form of a huge Easter egg. After
that, you will go deep into UNEsco-heritage
Carpathian forest (see page 51, paragraph 10)
and visit the geographical centre of Europe
near Rakhiv (7). Towards the end of the day
you will arrive to Khust (8) where you will
be met by Transcarpathian bee-breeders.

Day 5

You will see the largest queen and worker bee-breeding farms of
Ukraine where local experts will tell you about their bee-breeding
experience, and then you will take photographs with them near
the monument to the famous Carpathian bee. After the ceremonial
lunch the bus will turn northwards: you will again pass through
picturesque Carpathians and in the evening will arrive to one of
the most beautiful cities in Europe, the incomparable Lviv.

Day 6

The whole last day of this post-tour will be devoted to Lviv (5)

(see page 44, paragraph 1) where the entire central part of the city
is inscribed as unEsco World Heritage Site. You will walk along
quiet Lviv streets with the architecture representing a unique mix
of all European styles without exception plus, perhaps, a Middle
Eastern style, enjoy coffee and hot chocolate in one of the famous
Lviv coffee shops (by the way, Yuri Kulchytsky who introduced cof-
fee to Europe was from Lviv), and a local tour guide will tell you
about the fascinating history of this City of Five Empires.

Lviv has direct flight connections to many European capitals, so
you will have many options of planning your time after the end of
this post-tour. And something tells us that you will want to stay in
Lviv at least a few days longer! :)
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Post-tour 2

Dnipro River cruise (9 days)

Day1

After boarding a nice river boat which will be your home for the
next week and a half, you will depart from the Kyiv River Port and
sail south toward Kaniv (1). There, you will visit a large commer-
cial beekeeping farm which outputs the entire range of beekeeping
products, and afterwards, take a tour to the place of burial and
museum of Taras Shevchenko.

Day 2

The boat will continue downstream, taking you through the larg-
est continuous locust growth area in the world where you will
enjoy the scenery of locust forests growing on the both banks of
the Dnipro River. You will see the harvesting of famous Ukrainian
locust honey — winner of Apimondia gold medal and other pres-
tigious international awards — when visiting an apiary during

the boat’s next stop at Subotiv (2). You will also be offered a tour
of Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s memorial places, and in the evening —
Ukrainian-cuisine dinner with Ukrainian beekeepers in an authen-
tic restaurant located in a x1x century village estate.

Day 3

Your next stop will be at Kremenchuk where a comfortable bus
will take you to the ‘beekeeping capital’ of Ukraine, Kirovohrad
(3). Here, you will visit one of the leading Ukrainian beekeeping
producers, Zlatomed and the largest manufacturer of beekeeping
equipment, Os.

Day 4

After staying overnight in Kirovohrad you will visit another com-
pany, honey producer and exporter ATs, and then your bus will
take you back to the boat and you will continue your journey down
the Dnipro toward one of the largest industrial centres of Ukraine,
Dnipropetrovsk where you will be offered an evening tour of the
city and a dinner with local beekeepers.

Day 5

Scythians once lived, until arrival to Nova Kakhovka in the evening.

You will see a
unique natural preserve with a virgin steppe hosting hundreds

of rare animal species which otherwise can be found perhaps in
z00s. Zebras, camels, Indian and African antelopes, lamas, Scottish
ponies, American bison, African ostriches and emus, peacocks, and
flamingos — you name it.

Day 8

The boat will take you west through picturesque estuaries of

the Dnipro delta, via Kherson and coastal fortress of Ochakiv to
famous Odesa (7) (see page 50, paragraph 9) where you will arrive
late in the evening.

Day 9

You will visit the largest migratory commercial apiaries in Ukraine
near Odesa and enjoy an unforgettable lunch right at the apiary in
the open air. After that, you will return to Odesa to spend the rest
of the day walking around this charming unforgettable city of end-
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less impressions and smiles. Odesa has large international airport,
so you can return home right from here, unless the charm of Odesa
will captivate you to the point that you will decide to stay here a
little while longer.
